Report of the First LTT Activity
Macedonia, April 2016

10th of  April (Sunday)

Teachers and students from partner countries arrived at different hours.
11th of April (Monday)

Teachers and students from partner countries met by Macedonian teachers at the hotel.             

The host school organized welcome activities for the first day of our meeting. 

Guests attended the performance of the school choir that performed several traditional Macedonian songs.
Host school made a presentation about the city of Bitola from past to the present.

After that, all teachers and students joined the warm-up activity named “envelops”. They introduced themselves and tried to find the people in the envelops. 
After the lunch there was a workshop for all students to print on textiles using a screen printing technique in a local printing factory.
Result: printed T-shirt gifts with the logo of ADOL and the activity name in Bitola for each student involved in the project 

12th of April (Tuesday)

During the visit to the Museum of Bitola, we visited the exhibition of artistic graphics of the International Print Triennial where there was a discussion on the methods of graphic techniques. Then, a person employed in the museum presented a longer presentation about the traditional clothing of the past residents of this region.
After that all participants walked along the ancient city Heraclea located near Bitola.
After the lunch the students were divided into appropriate vocations to realize planned workshops

In the graphic cabinet the students worked linocut technique (computer presentation for linocut technique, reviewing the printed samples, demonstration of technique and making designs with motifs of Bitola).
In the textile cabinet the students were knitting bags, skirts and dresses that will be printed afterwards.
13th of April (Wednesday)

All day trip started with visit of Struga. Struga is a town and popular tourist destination situated in the south-western region of the Republic of Macedonia, lying on the shore of Lake Ohrid. Struga is also a place of important cultural significance in the Republic of Macedonia, as it is the birthplace of the poets Konstantin and Dimitar Miladinov. The main event of the cultural life in Struga is the world's largest poetry gathering, Struga Poetry Evenings, whose laureates have included several Nobel Prize for Literature winners.
We walked nearby Beach of Ohrid Lake, we visited Old City bazar and house of the poets Konstantin and Dimitar Miladinov.
After that we went to the village of Vevcani. Vevcani is one of the most authentic and naturally beautiful villages in Macedonia. Near the village we visited the most famous springs in Macedonia, Vevcani Springs. One of the most famous events that take place in Vevcani is the carnival held to celebrate the New Year according to the Julian calendar. 
After lunch in Vevcani, we visited Ohrid, which is in UNESCO world heritage list and it’s one of the most famous and mostly visited touristic and cultural cities in Macedonia with its natural and historical beauties. Ohrid is notable for once having had 365 churches, one for each day of the year, and has been referred to as a "Jerusalem (of the Balkans)". The city is rich in picturesque houses, monuments, and castles, and tourism is predominant.
      In Ohrid we realized a workshop for preparation of drafts of linocut with motifs of the Ohrid Lake
14th of April (Thursday)

All day is a working day with a break for lunch.
For graphics vocation - linocut workshop, demonstration of techniques for carving linoleum tiles, making the first linocut motives from Bitola and printing. Visit a small local print shop that deals with linocut. At the end, the workshop for linocut motives from Ohrid
For textile workers - sewing workshop  for  handbags and skirts 
15th of April (Friday)
In the morning, walk to the Old Bazar. 
After lunch, the final activities were taking place
For graphics vocation – making the second linocut and the workshop for printing them
Result: 20 linocut prints ready for the final exhibition of the project

Workshop for printing on porcelain using the screen printing technique
Result: printed cups as a gift for each student participant in the project with the logo of the project and the activity name in Bitola
Textile workers were finishing the products from the previous days
Result: produced bags and skirts which will be presented on the final exhibition in the Czech Republic.
